Additional details regarding the precipitation during August 2014:

Much of the precipitation for August 2014 fell during the 13" to 14" of the month. Minimal
precipitation fell during the second half of the month at most locales in Rhode Island.
Provisional details for TF Green Airport as well as Cooperative Weather Observers in the State
follow:

Providence/TF Green Airport Warwick: Total for month 2.70”. 2.26” fell on 8/13. Only
0.25” of rain from 8/14 to the end of August. Temperature averaged 1.8 degrees F below
normal.

Coventry: Total for the month 5.10”. 4.95” fell 8/13-14. Only Trace of precipitation 8/15-8/31
(provisional) No temperature data available for this site.

Woonsocket: Total for the month 3.53”. 2.59” fell on 8/13-14. During 8/15-8/31 0.68” fell.
Temperature averaged 1.8 degrees F below normal.
